All turn single R.

All set to new ptr.

Turn ptr 2 hands 1-1/2 times, to own side.
SECOND PART

Side-by-side siding R shldr with new ptr.

Repeat L.

As in the First Part.
THIRD PART

Arm R with new ptr.
Repeat L.
